Manitoba Welcomes, Supports Canada Excellence Research Chair in
Arctic Geo-Microbiology and Climate Change

May 17, 2010

The province is supporting world-class research into Arctic climate change by
providing $3.5 million in funding to a newly created Canada Excellence Research
Chair (CERC) that will be housed at the University of Manitoba.

The province's support for the project was announced today by Premier Greg
Selinger today at an event welcoming the scientist who will lead the research to
Manitoba.

"This research has broad economic and environmental impacts that will increase
understanding of the effects of a changing sea-ice environment,”

said Selinger. "Gaining a better understanding of what climate change means in the
Arctic region is crucial to the planet's future and we are honoured to play a role in
seeking that knowledge."

The research will focus on geomicrobial transformations as they occur in Arctic sea
ice and sediments. It will look at the health of all of the inhabitants of the Arctic
marine system. Sea ice is known to be home to unique ecosystems of cold-adapted
microbes, which can be expected to change in response to global warming. Mineral
and organic pollutants play an important role in environmental change.

Selinger said knowledge generated through the research program will inform
environmental assessments of resource development in the Arctic and the
implications of it on the people of the Arctic. It will look at carbon dioxide's effects on
sea ice and its affects on the planet's temperature.

The research will be lead by Dr. Soren Rysgaard, the head of the Greenland Climate
Research Centre at the Greenland Institute of Natural Resources. He is widely
recognized as one of the world's top researchers in this field.

Securing Rysgaard at the University of Manitoba as a CERC is a major
accomplishment for the institution, Selinger noted.

Manitoba's contribution complements $10 million provided by the federal
government over seven years supporting the cost of a CERC salary and the
development of a research program. It is one of the largest research grants ever
awarded to a Manitoba university.

Along with the long-term benefits of the research being done, it has more immediate
financial benefits. The University of Manitoba has committed new research space,
three new full-time tenure track faculty positions in the area of the chair and six
graduate fellowships. Funding from the Canada Foundation for Innovation will be
allocated for capital equipment and facility expansion.

Manitobans are being challenged to use environmentally friendly transportation
during the national Commuter Challenge from May 30 to June 5, Premier Greg
Selinger announced today.

"We encourage Manitobans to take this important step toward creating a greener
province by using cleaner, healthier ways to commute,” Selinger said at the
Commuter Challenge kickoff at the new Manitoba Hydro Building.

"Using public transportation, biking, walking or car-pooling are great ways to reduce
the number of vehicles on the road. These simple acts are among the best ways we
can ensure our children will have a healthier future.”

"Our employees have long been enthusiastic supporters of the Commuter
Challenge,"” said Bob Brennan, president and CEO of Manitoba Hydro. "It seems
especially relevant to launch the event at our new downtown headquarters, where
the number of employees green commuting to and from the workplace has
exceeded expectations.”

"Green commuting is easier than many people think i carpool with your spouse or a
friend, take the bus once a week, ride your bike or walk under sunny skies. Save
money, have fun and be active at the same time," said Colin Crolly, chair, Resource
Conservation Manitoba, provincial organizers of the Commuter Challenge.

Participating individuals will record their modes of transportation for the week. Each
person who participates will be counted as a green commuter. At the end of the
week, cities, towns and workplaces from across the country with the highest average
percentage of individuals using sustainable transportation methods to get to and
from work or school will be declared the most commuter friendly.

"We thank and congratulate Resource Conservation Manitoba for their outstanding
efforts in co-ordinating the National Commuter Challenge here in Manitoba for the
past 10 years," said Selinger.

Provincewide participation by workplaces and communities in last year's challenge
saw the green kilometres logged by Manitobans result in a reduction of more than
100 tonnes of greenhouse gas emissions and a fuel cost saving of about $30,000.

Last year, Winnipeg defended its title and placed first among major Canadian cities
for an unprecedented sixth year in a row.

"Resource Conservation Manitoba and the Commuter Challenge are motivating
more and more Manitobans to adopt new ways of travelling that improve the
environment while helping themselves lead healthier and more active lives,"

said Selinger. "This is a clear demonstration of the huge commitment by individual
Manitobans to reduce their carbon footprints and address the harmful effects of
climate change."

Help for Lake Winnipeg

Ottawa joins forces with Manitoba

Governments have been aware of problems on Lake Winnipeg for decades, but not
enough has been done.

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OTTAWA: May 22, 2010

More than 35 years after Canada and Manitoba were warned about the possible
demise of Lake Winnipeg, the two governments will sign a first-ever agreement to
clean up and protect the lake.

On May 13, the federal government posted a cabinet order for the Canada-Manitoba
Memorandum of Understanding Respecting Lake Winnipeg and the Lake Winnipeg
Basin.

Manitoba Water Stewardship Minister Christine Melnick and Environment Minister
Jim Prentice still have to get together for a ceremonial signing.

"This is the first formal agreement between the federal and provincial governments
to work together on the health of Lake Winnipeg," said Melnick.

A joint task force in 1974 warned Canada and Manitoba nutrients like phosphorus
and nitrogen were choking out Lake Winnipeg and causing algae blooms and other
problems, but successive governments did little if anything about it for more than
three decades. In the meantime, populations around the lake grew and farms
flourished.

Everything from city sewers and storm drains to farm run-off, industrial processing,
even increases in the use of cleaning products laden with phosphorus, pushed the
amount of nutrients ending up in Lake Winnipeg through the roof.

Between 1974 and 2001, the load of nitrogen and phosphorus in Lake Winnipeg
grew by more than 50 per cent.

Algae blooms that rob the water of oxygen and affect everything from fish and other
plants to fishing nets and beaches, appeared more often, stayed longer and were
larger and more intense than ever, affecting everything from fisheries to lake
recreation.

In 2003, the provincial government set out a six-point action plan for the lake. In
2007, the federal government committed $18 million to cleaning up Lake Winnipeg.
Melnick said the two governments weren't necessarily overlapping their work before
but nothing was being done in any co-ordinated way.

"(The agreement) allows us the opportunity to make sure there is no duplication,”
she said.

The agreement will also require both governments to share information with each

other, identify joint scientific priorities for the cleanup and establish a committee to
oversee it all.

"I think it's terrific," said Melnick.

She warned, however, actual improvements to the lake's water quality will not
materialize overnight.

"It took us 30 to 40 years to get into this state; it's going to take a long time to get
out," she said.

Environment Canada would provide no further information on the agreement and a
departmental spokesperson said no one was available for an interview because the
final details were still being worked out.

The federal government's $18 million was intended to get a better understanding of
the physical, chemical and biological nature of the lake, set nutrient levels the lake

can manage, add monitoring sites and assess where the nutrients are coming from
and then manage them.

Environment Canada was unable to respond to a request made Friday for an update
on how that money had been spent and what had been achieved.

Water biologist Eva Pip said she hopes the new agreement is more than just
"window dressing," since many of the government announcements on protecting and
cleaning up the lake have produced "colourful pamphlets" and not results. Pip said
decision-makers need to ensure any policies to protect the lake from things such as
sewage and agricultural run-off are mandatory, since it will take many years to
reverse the damage that's already been done.

Major Flax Straw Processing Plant Expansion Supported by Federal and
Provincial Governments

The Governments of Canada and Manitoba are partnering to help upgrade and
expand the Schweitzer-Mauduit Canada (SMC) flax straw processing company with
$385,000 in funding through the Advancing Agri Innovation Program. The
announcement was made today in Carman, Manitoba by the Honourable Stan
Struthers, Manitoba Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Initiatives and Member
of Parliament Candice Hoeppner (Portage-Lisgar) on behalf of federal Agriculture
Minister Gerry Ritz.

"This funding partnership demonstrates our support of innovative and technological
growth in the agriculture industry that is led by companies like Schweitzer-Mauduit
Canada," said Minister Struthers. "It is encouraging to see companies challenge the
future with new ideas, building value-added products and generating new uses for
common byproducts. This kind of diversification promotes sustainability in the
agriculture industry by opening the doors to new markets while creating
environmental and economic benefits for Manitobans and Canadians."”

SMC has facilities in Carman and Winkler and a mobile processing facility in
Treherne. It processes approximately 100,000 tons of flax straw annually from
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and North Dakota, creating bast fibre for paper and flax
shives for horse bedding, soil erosion control and biofuel. Flax fibre can also be
substituted for fiberglass and other petroleum based products in some applications
to help manufacturers lower their carbon footprint.

"Flax is one of Canadads most wversatile crop
our farmers," said MP Hoeppner on behalf of federal Agriculture Minister Gerry Ritz.

"Our Government is working with producers to identify and expand opportunities for

their agriculture products. Thatoés why we ar
of Manitoba on this expansion in Schweitzer-Maudui t and wedre opti mi

economic development and job opportunities that the investment will create in the

local community."

"We really appreciate the commitment both the provincial and the federal
governments have shown to rural development,” said Greg Archibald, Vice President
of Schweitzer- Mauduit Canada, who is responsible for the Canadian division of
Schweitzer-Mauduit International. "With this new equipment we will be producing a
line of renewable, sustainable biomaterials to serve the growing bio-economy
throughout North America. We see great potential here and are very excited to be
part of this unparalleled breakthrough right here in Southern Manitoba."

The expansion of the Carman and Winkler plants will be funded with $385,000 under

the Canada/Manitoba Growing Forward initiative. The province is also contributing

an additional $100, 000 through Entrepreneurs
Commercialization Program. SMC is providing $485,000 in matching funds and the

National Research Council is contributing $150,000. The total project cost is

estimated to be $1,120,000.

Completion of the expansion will allow the company to develop new products and
access new markets providing additional revenue and creating new value chain
businesses and jobs for Manitoba. For example, the new shive screening facility will
create five new jobs and spur the development of fibre based, value-added
businesses in the biocomposite, nutraceutical and textile sectors.
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CentreportCanada Agreement to Further Enhance

Relationship with Asia Pacific: Selinger

May 18, 2010

CentrePort Canada has signed a co-operation agreement with Cuntan Bonded Port
Zone in Chonggqing, China, a move Premier Greg Selinger said will help Manitoba
continue to build its trading relationship with China and further enhance the
province's strategic position along the Asia-Pacific Gateway.

"China is an important trading partner for Manitoba and Canada," Selinger

said. "Two-way trade between Manitoba and China has nearly doubled over the past
five years and it is important that we keep building our relationship. On-the-ground
partnerships like the one between CentrePort Canada and Cuntan Bonded Port
Zone can be extremely helpful in opening doors to new investment opportunities.”

The co-operation agreement between the two inland ports was signed in China
today by Zhu Dalun, chief supervisor of Cuntan Bonded Port Zone, and Diane Gray,
president and CEO of CentrePort Canada. The signing ceremony was witnessed by
Stockwell Day, president of the federal Treasury Board and minister responsible for
the Asia-Pacific Gateway.

The premier said the agreement will focus on three priority
areas:

exchanging best practices and market information that is useful in strategic
planning;

engaging in joint promotions that help increase awareness in both Canadian
and Chinese markets; and

sharing technology that will enhance the security, efficiency and
environmental sustainability of goods moving along the supply chain.

"When it comes to doing business in international markets, one of the best ways to
raise awareness and tap into new opportunities is through local contact,” Gray

said. "As inland ports with many similarities, it made sense for us to partner with
Cuntan Bonded Port Zone and collaborate in areas that will be of benefit to both our
organizations."

CentrePort Canada is Winnipeg's 20,000-acre inland port, strategically located in the
heart of North America along key east-west and north-south trade corridors such as
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the Asia-Pacific Gateway and the Mid-Continent Trade Corridor to the United States
and Mexico, Selinger said. Cuntan Bonded Port Zone is centrally located in China,
also along important east-west and north-south trade routes. Both inland ports are
foreign trade zones and offer access to multi-modal transportation options including
air, rail, road and sea.

Two-way trade between Manitoba and China increased to $1.24 billion in 2009 from
$693 million in 2005.

Province Announces Record Oil and Gas Rights Sale for Manitoba

May 21, 2010
More than $6 million in Sales Boosts Provincial Economy: Chomiak

The latest offering of oil and gas rights for sale in Manitoba has resulted in record-
breaking sales that will contribute more that $6 million to the province's economy,
Innovation, Energy and Mines Minister Dave Chomiak announced today.

"Changing technology and Manitoba's competitive nature have combined to make
this year a banner year for oil and gas rights sales in this province," said Chomiak.
"Having a diverse economy has been critical in helping Manitoba thrive and we're

very pleased to see this important sector growing."

The competitive bidding process that closed on May 12 generated the largest single
sales offering of oil and gas rights in Manitoba's history at just over $6 million. The
sale exceeded the previous record, set in 1997, by

$2.1 million.

A total of 68 lease parcels, covering 8,166 hectares was sold in this offering.

Leases provide the exclusive right to produce petroleum and natural gas and are
acquired by the successful bidder at the Crown sale. Primary terms are for five
years and are renewable up to 10 years.

The petroleum industry in Manitoba produces about 4,692 cubic metres or

29,533 barrels of oil per day and employs a workforce of about 1,500. These high-
paying technical jobs have contributed to the economic stability of southwestern
Manitoba, said Chomiak.
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In 2009, there were approximately 3,000 wells in Manitoba, with the industry
generating roughly $620 million in production and $485 million in investment in the
province. The province forecasts that 420 wells will be drilled in 2010, producing 9.5
million barrels of oil annually.

This is the second of four sales scheduled for 2010. The next sale will be held on
Aug. 11.

Canada's Environment Minister, the Honourable Jim Prentice, today announced the
Nature Conservancy of Canada's successful securement of three separate
properties in the Riding Mountain Aspen Parkland region. These properties consist
of 462 hectares (1,142 acres) of land near Manitoba's Riding Mountain National
Park. This project was secured in part with funding from Environment Canada's
Natural Areas Conservation Program and had an overall budget of $352,880.

"This acquisition marks another achievement under our government's $225-million
Natural Areas Conservation Program. During this important International Year of
Biodiversity (I'YB), | am pleased that the federal government is able to support
worthwhile projects. With this investment, we are taking real action to protect and
conserve our ecosystems and sensitive species for present and future generations,"
said Minister Prentice. "Your actions, large or small, will help to protect the
abundance and variety of life that is part of our natural heritage."

"Today's announcement shows our Government's commitment to conserving and
protecting our environment for the benefit of all Canadians,” said Inky Mark, Member
of Parliament for Dauphin-Swan River - Marquette. "The lands of the Aspen
Parkland region project will continue to provide a healthy habitat where species can
thrive and survive."

These properties are part of an ecologically significant area that is home to important
plant and animal species at risk including the golden winged warbler, the red-headed
woodpecker, the prairie loggerhead shrike, Sprague's pipit, the yellow rail, the short-
eared owl, the northern leopard frog, the chestnut lamprey, the rusty blackbird, the
common nighthawk, the chimney swift, the olive-sided flycatcher and the monarch
butterfly.
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"The rolling, forested hills, meadows, lakes and wetlands of the Riding Mountain
Aspen Parkland rise like an island of wilderness surrounded by a sea of agricultural
development. Species and habitats of northern, western and eastern Canada meet
here," said Ursula Goeres, Regional Vice President of the Nature Conservancy of
Canada, Manitoba Region. "The securement and long-term management of lands
such as those recently protected is critical to the area'’s long term conservation."

The Government of Canada's Natural Areas Conservation Program is an important
on-the-ground initiative that takes real action to preserve Canada's environment and
conserve its precious natural heritage for present and future generations. It is
through the ongoing contribution from all donors that we can ensure the protection of
natural areas in Canada. As of December 2009, under the Natural Areas
Conservation Program over 127,662 hectares (315,459 acres) have been secured,
protecting habitat for over 79 species at risk.

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Amended Sewage Ejector Rules Would Help Prevent Undue Hardship for
Property: Blaikie

April 16, 2010

The province is proposing amendments to its Onsite Wastewater Management
Systems Regulation that are aimed at addressing concerns raised about the
province's phase-out of sewage ejectors, Conservation Minister Bill Blaikie
announced today.

"We have heard from Manitobans the province must take strong action to protect the
environment and human health,” Blaikie said. "These amendments maintain those
principles while responding to concerns raised by some homeowners as sewage
ejectors are phased out."

The current regulations prohibit the installation of new sewage ejectors and eliminate
existing ejectors at the time of any property transfer. Under the proposed
amendments, the restriction on the installation of new sewage ejectors would be
maintained. However, the amendments would provide an opportunity for owners of
sewage ejectors to retain an existing sewage ejector at the time of property transfer
under a specific set of limited circumstances. To retain an ejector at the time of
property transfer it must:

not be located within an environmentally sensitive area; - be located on
a minimum of four hectares (10 acres); and - meet all necessary regulatory
requirements.

A person wishing to retain an existing sewage ejector would have to submit an
application and have an inspection completed by Manitoba Conservation to confirm
the above criteria are met. The amendments also propose housekeeping changes
such as clarifying the definition of "transfer" and clarifying the responsibilities of
vendors and purchasers of properties.

The province is developing a low-interest loan program for those who may be
required to replace their sewage ejector systems for property transfer.

The proposed amendments will be open to public comment until April 30. More
information is available at
www.gov.mb.ca/conservation/envprograms/wastewater/index.html.

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What Ever Happened to Canadian Environmental Law?

May 10, 2010

Three writers from York University's Osgoode Hall Law School* have prepared a
thought provoking examination of Canadian environmental law to explain why they
believe Canada has become a laggard in both legal reform and environmental
performance.

The authors, Associate Professor Stepan Wood, Law Student Georgia Tanner and
Professor Benjamin J. Richardson, compare recent developments in Canadian
environmental jurisprudence with the seemingly progressive initiatives of the 1970s,
and argue there is considerable room for Canadian governments to adopt more
robust methods of environmental law, including following pioneering reforms
advanced in other countries.

During the 1970s and 1980s, Canada was known internationally for its leadership in
environmental law reform and progressive stance on environmental matters. Trail-
blazing accomplishments, such as the Berger Inquiry into the Mackenzie Valley
Pipeline, the Ontario Environmental Assessment Board, "round tables" on
environment and economy, and comprehensive land claims agreements with
Aboriginal peoples impressed policy-makers and scholars worldwide.

Canada was known as an environmental law "exporter," setting precedents for other
countries and taking a leadership role in international environmental diplomacy.
Indeed, they argue, Canada was known as an environmental law "exporter," setting
precedents for other countries and taking a leadership role in international
environmental diplomacy.

But Canada's reputation has waned in recent decades, according to the authors.
Canada is now viewed as a laggard in both policy innovation and environmental
performance, they argue and is better known today for inaction and obstruction on
such issues as climate change.

The article does not base these judgments on a systematic attempt to quantify
Canada's environmental record. Rather it focuses instead on developments in
Canada's legal and policy frameworks at all levels of government.

One reason they suggest for the apparent stagnation of Canadian environmental law
is the distinctive structure of Canada's economy. Primary industries, including
agriculture, forestry, mining, and oil and gas have long been a bulwark of Canada's
economy and have been very effective at shaping the public policy agenda around
itself,” conclude the authors.
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They suggest that despite the rhetoric of business and political elites about turning
Canada into a "knowledge-based economy" anchored on financial services, higher
education, science and technology development, the Canadian economy still relies
heavily on these "old" industries.

In the face of federal government inaction on climate change, argue the authors,
other actors have taken up the initiative. A case in point is the Kyoto Protocol
Implementation Act (KPIA), an Opposition Party initiative that was passed in 2007
which requires Ottawa to publish a plan specifying how Canada would meet its GHG
emission reduction obligations under the Kyoto Protocol.

In the face of federal government inaction on climate change, real action on GHG
emissions reductions and promotion of green energy has shifted to the provinces.
Even more telling, the article suggests, is the fact that real action on GHG emissions
reductions and promotion of green energy has shifted to the provinces. Québec
introduced North America's first (modest) carbon tax in 2007, followed by a more
substantial tax in British Columbia in 2008.

The BC tax was part of an ambitious package of climate change-related policies
including tougher-than-Kyoto GHG reduction targets, a cap-and-trade system, a
carbon-neutral electricity generation system, 100 percent carbon capture and
storage for coal-fired power plants, and adoption of California's low carbon fuel and
GHG tailpipe emission standards. Ontario and Quebec have also enacted cap-and-
trade legislation.

Also, they note, some of the most practical environmental reforms are occurring in
municipal governance. Historically a backwater for environmental policy, many
municipalities across Canada are adopting vibrant plans, by-laws and other
measures to protect urban vegetation, improve waste management, curb suburban
sprawl, and take other initiatives commonly associated with the "smart growth"
movement.

The report authors identify Canada's improving environmental relationships with
Indigenous peoples as a positive sign of change. Since the constitutional recognition
and protection for Aboriginal rights in the Constitution Act, 1982, many
environmental management decisions have had to take into account the legal
interests of Indigenous stakeholders.

The federal and provincial governments no longer can extinguish Aboriginal title to
land or customary rights to hunt and fish, and any infringement of those rights must
meet due process requirements including a duty to consult with affected First
Nations.

If Canada lacks the ingenuity to devise its own solutions at the very least it should
import solutions pioneered elsewhere.
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Ultimately, the authors argue, what is most frustrating about Canada's poor
environmental record is not that it has failed to be an innovator, but that it has failed
to even borrow the many successful precedents in other countries.

If Canada lacks the ingenuity to devise its own solutions, they argue, at the very
least it should import solutions pioneered elsewhere. The real problem is not the lack
of legal tools "but a domestic failure of policy imagination.”

The article concludes that "Sustainability in Canada, as elsewhere, will likely only
arise if people are prepared to choose fundamentally different goals for their society,
including a fundamentally different economic model in which maintenance of
ecological integrity is a precondition to all development. Environmental law is
ultimately a means to an end, not an end in itself."

Richard Bereti, a Partner with the Vancouver-based law firm Harper Grey LLP,
agrees, at least in part. He notes the term 'Environmental Law' is very broad and
issues of concern to the general population are vastly different from one decade to
the next, even from one year to the next. "Science is shifting at least as quickly. Law
really does follow the concerns and wishes of the people and always has in a
democracy. It cannot be the reverse."”

This is the context in which all levels of government in all parts of the world must
operate - one of uncertainty as to the science underpinning both the problems and
the solutions; emerging law must follow science or risk failure, he adds.

Sweeping legal reforms are available at the stroke of a pen to anyone in a position of
power, notes Bereti. "It is they who face the real questions, not lawyers or
academics. They must and do ask themselves will it work and will any benefit be
outweighed by collateral damage such as catastrophic economic crisis, industry
extinction, community collapse?"

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Governments of Canada and Northwest Territories Complete an Interim
Response to the Joint Review Panel Report for the Mackenzie Gas
Project

OTTAWA: May 17, 2010

The Governments of Canada and the Northwest Territories today announced that
they have completed an interim response to the Joint Review Panel's (JRP) report
for the Mackenzie Gas Project (MGP). The interim response addresses the JRP's
176 recommendations regarding mitigation of the potential environmental and social
impacts of the proposed MGP.

"The Governments of Canada and the Northwest Territories have collaborated to
respond to the JRP recommendations regarding the Mackenzie Gas Project. The
release of this information brings us closer to another MGP milestone," said
Environment Minister Jim Prentice. "The environmental assessment of the project
will be finalized under the Mackenzie Valley Resource Management Act and the
Canadian Environmental Assessment Act. This will assure Northerners and all
Canadians that the environmental and socio-economic impacts of this project have
been assessed under a rigorous process."

"This government recognizes the importance of the mitigation measures outlined in
the JRP report and acknowledges the need for sustainable economic development
within a rigorous environmental stewardship framework in the Northwest Territories."
said Chuck Strahl, Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development and Federal
Interlocutor for the Métis. "The sharing of the Interim Response will inform
consultations with Aboriginal groups prior to the preparation of the final response.”

The Governments of Canada and the Northwest Territories believe that the interim
response is in keeping with the overall intent of the JRP's report and have concluded
that implementing the interim response would eliminate or significantly reduce any of
the adverse impacts of the MGP. This is reflected by the fact that both Governments
propose to accept or accept the intent of the vast majority of the recommendations
within their respective jurisdictions.

The Governments have acknowledged the importance of the mitigation measures
outlined by the JRP and have responded to the wide range of recommendations.

The proposed responses support environmental mitigation ranging from permafrost
and terrain monitoring, inspection and enforcement strategy for fish and fish habitat
protection, plans for dredging and barge landings, recovery strategies and actions
plans for Species at Risk, habitat offsets in response to future development in the
Kendall Island Bird Sanctuary, implementation of the NWT Protected Areas
Strategy, to emergency response and spill prevention procedures.

The interim response will be provided to Aboriginal groups living along the proposed
pipeline route to ensure that potentially affected groups have substantive information
in advance of upcoming consultations. The outcomes of this ongoing consultation
process will inform the development of the final response. Consultation with the JRP
regarding proposed modifications and rejections to the recommendations will also be
undertaken prior to finalizing the response.

Following consultations, the Governments of Canada and the Northwest Territories
will finalize the interim response before posting it on the Canadian Environmental
Assessment Registry internet site. It will also be distributed to the National Energy
Board before it releases its "Reasons for Decision” on whether to issue the required
authorizations respecting the MGP.
